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Abstract: The idea that Scottish philosophers have evaluated the French Revolution in the terms of
Burke has been belied by studies such as those of Donald Winch and Anna Plassart. We show the
nuances of Adam Smith’s position in this regard. Although he did not write directly about the
Revolution, he left enough indications in The Theory of Moral Sentiments for us to draw some
unequivocal conclusions.
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
